Councillor Dr Clive Tovey

The Worshipful the Mayor of Merthyr Tydfil 2010 - 201 1

Clive was born in Cwmbran and went to West Monmouth School in
Pontypool. He initially did a degree in Pharmacy at Manchester University.

As he wanted to see some of the world Clive went to Australia in 1981 and
worked as a Pharmacist in such places as Kalgoorlie, Alice Springs and Thursday Island.

After 18 months inAustralia he did a Master’s Degree in Pharmacy at Queensland University.
He subsequently studied medicine at Queensland University. After qualifying as a doctor
he left Surfer’s Paradise in January 1989 and started work a few days later in Prince Charles
Hospital.

After leaving Merthyr he worked around the UK (mainly in South Wales) and qualified as
an A&E consultant in 1996. He returned to Merthyr Tydfil to work as an A&E consultant
in November 2000.

Clive was first elected as a councillor for Vaynor Ward in 2004 and now represents the
Gurnos Ward on the council.

The Mayor’s chosen charity this year is the Alzheimer’s Society.

Councillor Derek Games MBE

Derek Games MBE is a former Magistrate with 24 years service whose
political career demonstrates an impressive unbroken service as an elected
member for the Plymouth Ward since May 1979. He was born and educated
in Merthyr Tydfil and took over the family retail business in 1969. This L=
followed a number of jobs including a stint working for the Merthyr Tydfil Council when
he first left school, and National Service in the Royal Air Force in 1952 where he was a
participant in the Queen’s Coronation parade Route.

Councillor Games, who significantly, was elected Mayor of Merthyr Tydfil in 1988/89 is
currently the Chair of Merthyr Tydfil County Borough Council’s Planning and Regulatory
Committee. Furthermore, he has been the Local Authorities representative for the
Heritage Regeneration Trust and Capital Regeneration Tourism for 14 years. Councillor
Games was nominated as Merthyr Tydfil's first ‘Heritage Champion’ in November 2008; a
prestigious position within such a ‘heritage rich’ area, described as the ‘Iron Capital of the
World'.
